Cornell University Travel Policy
Checklist for students participating in an international Credit Internship
All Cornell University students are required to follow the Cornell University travel policy. Please follow these procedures to participate in a credit internship in an international location.
· Register travel through Cornell’s Travel Registry at www.travelregistry.cornell.edu , scroll down to the bottom of the page and click Register Now (Tip:  you may enter estimated travel dates even if you haven’t purchased your airfare.) After registration you will receive an e-mail confirmation. Send a copy of the confirmation to Miguelina Tabar at mt22@cornell.edu
· Print a copy of the MEDEX travel insurance card to take with you along with your health insurance card.  Go to http://www.international.cornell.edu/emergencies and click on access MEDEX NOW.

· Sign the Emergency Protocol and Procedures Form.  Send the signed form to Miguelina Tabar at mt22@cornell.edu, and keep a copy with you in the event of an emergency you can refer to the information in this form.
· Register travel with the US Dept. Smart Traveler Enrollment Program (STEP), at https://step.state.gov/step/ Note: this is different from the Cornell Travel Registry.
· Visit your physician or Gannett Health clinic to determine whether you need immunizations.
· View the pre-departure video at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=6lC_djXHWs8  this takes  13.58 minutes, and provides valuable travel safety and security information.
